Applied accounting standards and system

The interim separate financial statements of the Company, expressed in Vietnam dong
("YND”), are prepared in accordance with the Vietnamese Enterprise Accounting System
and Vietnamese Accounting Standard No. 27 — Interim Financial Reporting and other
Vietnamese Accounting Standards issued by the Ministry of Finance as per:

Decision No. 149/2001/QD-BTC dated 31 December 2001 on the Issuance and
Promulgation of Four Vietnamese Accounting Standards (Series 1);

Decision No. 165/2002/QD-BTC dated 31 December 2002 on the Issuance and
Promulgation of Six Vietnamese Accounting Standards (Series 2);

Decision No. 234/2003/QD-BTC dated 30 December 2003 on the Issuance and
Promulgation of Six Vietnamese Accounting Standards (Series 3);

Decision No. 12/2005/QD-BTC dated 15 February 2005 on the lIssuance and
Promulgation of Six Vietnamese Accounting Standards (Series 4); and

Decision No. 100/2005/QD-BTC dated 28 December 2005 on the Issuance and
Promulgation of Four Vietnamese Accounting Standards (Series 5).

Accordingly, the accompanying interim separate financial statements including their
utilisation are not designed for those who are not informed about Viethnam's accounting
principles, procedures and practices and furthermore are not intended to present the interim
separate financial position and interim separate results of operations and interim separate
cash flows in accordance with accounting principles and practices generally accepted in
countries other than Vietnam.

Applied accounting documentation system
The Company’s applied accounting documentation system is the General Journal system.

Fiscal year

The Company’s fiscal year applicable for the preparation of its separate financial statements
starts on 1 January and ends on 31 December.

Accounting currency

The interim separate financial statements are prepared in VND which is also the Company’s
accounting currency.

SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

Cash and cash eqdivalents

Cash and cash equivalents comprise cash on hand, cash in banks and short-term, highly
liquid investments with an original maturity of not more than three months that are readily
convertible into known amounts of cash and that are subject to an insignificant risk of
change in value.

Inventories

Inventories are measured at historical cost comprising the cost of purchase and cost of
conversion (including raw materials, direct labor cost, other directly related cost and
manufacturing general overheads allocated based on the normal operating capacity)
incurred in bringing the inventories to their present location and condition. Inventories are
stated at the lower of cost and net realizable value (‘“NRV”). NRV represents the estimated
selling price in the ordinary course of business less the estimated costs to complete and the
estimated costs necessary to make the sale.

Inventories (continued)

The perpetual method is used to record inventories which are valued at the cost of purchase
on a weighted average method.

Provision for obsolete inventories

An inventory provision is made for the estimated loss arising due to the impairment of value
(through diminution, damage, obsolescence, etc.,) of raw materials, merchandise and other
inventories owned by the Company, based on appropriate evidence of impairment available
at the interim balance sheet date. When inventories are expired, obsolete, damaged or
become useless, the difference between the provision previously made and the historical
cost of inventories is included in the interim separate income statement.

Increases or decreases to the provision balance are recorded into the cost of goods sold
account in the interim separate income statement. When inventories are expired, obsolete,
damaged or become useless, the difference between the provision previously made and the
historical cost of inventories is included in the interim separate income statement.

Receivables

Receivables are presented in the interim separate balance sheet at the carrying amounts
due from customers and other debtors, after provision for doubtful receivables.

The provision for doubtful receivables represents outstanding receivables at the interim
balance sheet date which are doubtful of being recovered. Increases or decreases to the
provision balance are recorded into general and administrative expense in the interim
separate income statement. When bad debts are determined as unrecoverable and
accountant has written off those bad debts, the difference between the provision for doubtful
receivables previously made and historical cost of receivables is included in the interim
separate income statement.

Fixed assets

Tangible fixed assets and intangible assets are stated at cost less accumulated depreciation
and amortisation.

The cost of a tangible fixed asset comprises of its purchase price and any directly
attributable costs of bringing the tangible fixed asset to working condition for its intended
use and the costs of dismantling and removing the asset and restoring the site on which it is
located, if any.

Expenditures for additions and improvements are added to the carrying amount of the
assets and expenditures for maintenance and repairs are charged to the interim separate
income statement as incurred.

When fixed assets are sold or retired, any gain or loss resuiting from their disposal (the
difference between the net disposal proceeds and the carrying amount) is included in the
interim separate income statement.

Land use rights

Land use rights are recorded as intangible assets representing the value of the right to use
the land parcels acquired by the Company. The useful lives of land use rights are assessed
as either definite or indefinite. Accordingly, the land use right with a definite useful life
representing the land lease is amortised over the lease term while the land use right with an
indefinite useful life is not amortised.

Leased assets

Rentals under operating leases are charged to the separate income statement on a straight-
line basis over the lease term.

Where the Company is the lessor

separate balance sheet. Initial direct costs incurred in negotiating an operating lease are
recognised in the interim separate income statement as incurred.

Lease income is recognised in the interim separate income statement on a straight-line
basis over the lease term.

Construction in progress

Construction in progress represents the costs of acquiring new assets that have not yet
been fully installed or the costs of construction that have not yet been fully completed.
Construction in progress is stated at cost, which includes all necessary costs to construct,
repair, renovate, expand, or re-equip the projects with technologies, such as construction
costs, tools and equipment costs, project management costs, construction consulting costs,
and borrowing costs that are eligible for capitalization.
